TERM: Summer 1 2017

CLASS: Year 2

TOPIC: Materials & Castles

ENGLISH:

In Literacy, we will be looking at recounts, focussing on
diary entries. We will also be writing quest and
adventure stories and looking at our favourite poems.

We
will look at sending and replying to e mails,
attachments to e mails and organising information
electronically.

HISTORY:

This half term we will be studying Castles. We will look
at why castles were built, defence mechanisms of
castles and how castles changed over the centuries.
